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Why do we need a webpage in order to view a java applet?


Java applets were made to be used in web pages.  The applet itself is contained in a .class file.  This type of file does not usually contain the necessary information such as the width and height of the window that it is displayed in.  This information is, however, contained in web pages that use the HTML <applet> tag.  

How do I create a webpage for a java applet?

      A webpage is regular text file on a computer and contains special commands contained in greater and less than signs.  These commands are not displayed, but rather interpreted by the web browser.

To create a webpage with a command to display an applet, please follow these steps:

· Right click on the desktop and click on “New”, and  then “Text Document.”

· Double click the new text document or drag it into notepad to open it.

· Type the applet tag: 

<applet code=”MyApplet” width=”300” height=”300”></applet>

· Go to the file menu in your text editor and save the file with a name ending in (.html).  Also make sure that you are saving it as either ASCII text format or Plain text.

Note: Type the name of your .class file without the .class ending where it says MyApplet.  The numerical numbers for the width and the height may also be changed in order to adjust the applets window size.

Can you give me another example of a webpage that isn’t so plain?


Yes, the following example when saved in a text file will open up the java applet named HelloWorld.class on a webpage with a purple background.
